Who is Bjorn Wiinblad of Denmark?

In 2007, my husband and I traveled to Toulouse, France and on one of the flights a fellow passenger imparted information to me that he thought my Doodle Art drawings were like some of the designs Bjorn Wiinblad did for the Rosenthal Gallery in paintings and ceramics.  It wasn’t until several moths later that I investigated this idea.

Bjorn passed away in July, 2006 at the age of 88 (1918-2006) and was one of Denmark’s most popular contemporary artists.  Since 1956 he was chief designer for Rosenthal Porzellan, AG, Germany.

He has designed two stamps for Denmark and was also active in International stamp designing.
